2. Terminology

A. The number of employees

* The sum of the number of employees, employers and their unpaid family members paid with
wages and salary or other form of payment by the company. It includes workers on sick leave,
on short rest by accident and  strikers besides regular, temporary and daily workers

— Proprietor and unpaid family members

Owners of business (including investor) and their family members who attend to office work, production,
distribution, service work over 1/3 of the regular working time but do not get paid.

— Assembly line workers (Manufacturing)
Workers and their assistants involved in manufacturing goods at site. For example, the workers who are
engaged in assembly, processing, operation, inspection, packaging, warehousing, shipments, repairs,
office work at the production line and other related works of the above mentioned.

— Office workers and others (Manufacturing)

All the workers besides assembly line workers that do not directly manufacture goods but working in the
research and specialized area. The board of directors, assistants, office guards, drivers that gets paid by
the enterprise are also included.

— Full-time Permanent Workers (Distribution Business & Services)

Workers who are contracted for over one month, work over 1/3 of business hours and get paid with
regular salary. Workers who didn't sign contract but have been working over one month and get paid
with regular salary are included.

— Temporary workers (Distribution Business & Services)
Workers hired to work under one month or on a daily basis who get regular payment. The number of
temporary workers are measured by monthly average number of workers,

— Dispatched workers

Workers sent to the enterprises by the outsourcing company

B. Value of shipments (sales)

* Includes yearly received or receivable net selling values of all products shipped, as well as
all miscellaneous receipts, such as receipts for sales of scrap - by— products, installation and
repair, and sales of products bought and sold without further processing.

— Shipment of Goods

Yearly sales of finished goods manufactured by an establishment and finished goods entrusted to other
establishments by providing raw materials or 'work in process' goods.
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Survey and Terminology

» Goods produced by an establishment of a multi—establishments enterprise, remised to other
enterprises as samples, gifts, or office use are excluded. In the case that the head office directly
manages sales of finished goods, goods carried out to the head—office are not considered as
shipments and only those shipped from the head office are (considered as shipments).

* The followings are excluded : goods sold in the same condition as purchased; shipped goods
manufactured by the entrusted production using raw—material supplied by other enterprises.

* Value of shipment of goods is calculated by the ex—factory price excluding excise taxes; state
tax, special consumption tax, value added tax.

— Sales of By—products and Waste Materials

Revenues from selling the by—products and waste materials made during the manufacturing process,
goods rejected in the quality inspection, The waste materials and by—products made from other
processes are excluded.

— Revenue from CM.T production (Entrusted production)

Revenue from selling the goods made from the raw—materials or semi—finished products supplied by the
ordering establishment, But the goods entrusted by non—manufacturers (WholesaleORetail, Construction,
Services) are regarded as shipment of goods.

— Revenue from Repair

Profits or receivables by repairing the goods or machineries belonging to other owner—ship,

C. Wages

« All money payments and payments in kind or supplied by employer for one year to all
employees on the payroll by way of remuneration for the work done. The payments include
. direct wages, salaries, bonuses and gratuities e.g. overtime, weekend working, allowances
and payments in kind. The retirement pay, total wages paid to long absentees and persons on
military service when they were at work and overdue wages before the reference period were
excluded. Wages scheduled to be paid in the reference period are included.

+ Wage include all kind of workers' share such as tax, union dues, donation, savings before the
deduction. The allowance in kind calculation is as follows; if the goods were produced by the
paying unit, the goods values are equal to that of the ex—factory price, and if the goods were
purchased, the purchased price should be calculated.
